DOG OBEDIENCE CLASSES - want to have a better relationship with your dog and have some fun?

A group dog obedience class is just the thing for you. Owners will learn training techniques and some basic dog be-
havior to make training easier. We cover basic obedience commands such as heel, sit, down, stay & the come  -when-
called command. Classes are limited to eight people/dogs to ensure that no one gets lost in the crowd. Some of the
topics that will be covered are: housebreaking, excessive barking, jumping, socialization, and more. The instructor
